Each evening consists of:

5 minutes Introduction talk

10-15 minutes (30 minute window) 2 speakers presenting their projects with room for questions
5-10 minutes (15 minute window) 1 or 2 performances (performance art, music, dance, theatre, etc.)
5-10 minutes (15 minute window) 1 poetry reading or spoken word performance

5-10 minutes (15 minute window, or continuous) 1 video screening (Clippings)
