How to do things with performance in alliance with things, concepts, bodies or plants?

This experimental session in four parallel parts is performed by members of the research
group How to do things with performance?

We investigate the ways in which new materialist theories of agential realism and post-
humanism affect how we understand ‘performance’ today.

Currently, our interests include 1) objects: performing with objects, thinking with objects,
objects and knowledge; 2) performativity, language, the quality of thought, i.e. non-
philosophical approaches to research; 3) performing with plants, especially trees; and 4)
corporealities and materiality of past bodies.
