1.| Crystal Receiver

only the power of the received radio signal 20000
to produce sound, needing no external

power.

2.| Kraut Sieve (Moffenzeef)

The Germans used jamming stations to try
to block the reception of Radio Orange and
the BBC. A ‘kraut sieve’ was a home-made
indoor antenna intended to reduce the
effect of German jamming stations.

The device consists of a coil, a variable
resistor (potmeter) and a variable
capacitor. One end of the coil is
connected to an antenna, a curtain rail,
aimed from east to west, is suitable as
main antenna.

By twisting the two knobs, the signal
could be filtered to result in an audible
signal.
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
